On Saturday, January 14
th
, Shannon, Jennifer, Maddie, 

Thomas and I sat mesmerized watching blind people grace-
fully ski down Wilmot slopes! Yes, blind skiers. It said so on 
their vests! And at each blind skierôs side was a guide. It said 

so on their vests!  We could not get over this! Shannon said that they have such 
courage. Jennifer spoke with a guide going up on the ski lift. Depending on how 
one lookôs at it, skiing blind could be either the scariest or most exciting thing in 
a blind personôs life. We found out through a Google search that the Guide tells 
the blind skier during practice to ñturn it right, turn it leftò as they move down the 
slope. There is no guess work. They must know exactly where to be. As we 
gazed at them over and over moving almost what seemed to be in perfect syn-
chronization. 
 
This image of the Blind Skier and Guide on the slopes carries a powerful mes-
sage for Christians. God is our Guide. Most times we are moving blindly through 
life trying to keep up with the newest technology, fashions, competitors, friends 
who have all the latest gadgets or grades, or maybe even denying Godôs pres-
ence in our lives? We put on blinders because we have been deeply hurt or 
shunned with the inability to see past these hurts and disappointments? Daily 
prayer, weekly worship, monthly service and year round stewardship are inte-
gral pieces to strengthening our spiritual lives. Living with a trust in God that 
must surpass all understanding is a challenge.

Lillian Daniel is the senior minister of the First Congregational Church, UCC, 
Glen Ellyn, Illinois and co-hosts 30 Good Minutes on PBS, Sundays at 5:00pm. 
 
Around this time of year, my head is full of the theological musings of our eighth 
grade confirmands who, after two years of study, must each write a substantial 
paper. In the eighth grade, you get judged quite a bit by appearances. I remem-
ber. I did it and it was done to me. But God looks into the heart, and these confir-
mation papers are my little glimpse into their hearts.  
 
One wrote, "To me being a follower of Jesus Christ entails accepting that there is 
someone outside our plane of existence who guides us along the path to enlight-

enment." I don't think I learned to talk like that until grad school.  
 
Another said, "I like the comparison of the Holy Spirit to a blown out candle. 
Even when you are in a room that feels completely still, if you blow out a candle 
and watch the smoke, it travels and moves around the room. I think the Holy 
Spirit is this constant breath that is always there, even when you canôt see it." I 
wonder where else this eighth grader gets to stretch her spiritual muscles with 
metaphors like that?  
 
Confirmation takes a lot of work on behalf of the teachers, the sponsors, the staff 
and the young people. But everyone gets as much as they put into it. And when I 
think about our future, these words give me hope.  
 "I am so proud and honored to be part of the UCC [UMC]."  
 "I feel safer at this church." 
 "I'm fourteen and ready to be one hundred and fourteen."  
 "I am so excited to become an adult member of the church."   
 
And it wouldn't be good for our church if at least one person wrote something like 
this:  
 "I believe in almost everything this church does."
