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Groups generally work between 9 a.m. and 

5 p.m. Occasionally, they take a morning or 

afternoon off to go site seeing during the 

daytime hours.  

 

We can provide òhands-onó projects such 

as painting, cleaning, yard projects, con-

struction, and/or demolition. Some teams 

elect to be involved with the people at 

Cass, like running a childrenõs program or 

organizing an activity with developmentally 

disabled adults. We could also  package, 

prepare, and/or serve food.  

 

A few groups stay with the same project for 

multiple days but most start a new task 

daily. A sample schedule for us might be: 

Mondayñfood preparation, Tuesdayñ

recycling projects, Wednesdayñpainting or 

landscaping, Thursdayñactivities with 

adults at the Activity Center, Fridayñ activi-

ties with the children and youth who are 

homeless. We are flexible as a team to 

meet the need of the community while we 

are there. 

 

Teams that stay at Cass are usually housed 

in a place that has central air conditioning. 

Both buildings we could stay in have full 

kitchens, safe parking, and separate 

spaces for males and females.
